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Earring Policy as of Monday 8 December

Dear Parent/Carer

We are changing our earring policy with immediate effect.
e All children are allowed to wear one pair of small plain gold/silver studs only

Hoops, earrings with stones, large or dangly earrings and plastic earrings are not permitted.

e Weare insisting that they must have a small stud on the front so there is less chance of
earrings being caught during play time and PE lessons.

If children wear a stud/pair of stud earrings, there must be a parent's/carer’s understanding
that the school will not be liable in the event of an accident/incident relating to the wearing
of earrings.

If your child wishes to have his/her ears pierced, then please ensure that this is done at the
beginning of the 6 week summer break to allow plenty of time for wounds to heal.

Class 1 Swimming information

This is information directly from St John's School.
e The only type of earring permitted are studs.
e No hoops or any type of dangly earring are allowed.
e If the piercing is new, (within the first 6 weeks) they are not allowed to go swimming.
